✔ We are talking about "resources" rather than "competence" (= the whole)

➔ 64 resources grouped into 21 "families"

➔ Not specific for STEM but for all students of the university of ULiège 

✔ Three levels

➔ 1 - Novice

➔ 2 - Intermediate

➔ 3 - Competent
